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BOIL WATER ADVISORY
(Jones Hollow, Lagoon Rd, Burns Hill/Cemetery Rd, Penetha Rd)

City of Lobelville Water System

Due to a loss of water pressure caused by severe weather, the City of Lobelville has issued a Boil Water Advisory in accordance with Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation (TDEC) requirements.

This advisory applies to customers in the following areas:
Jones Hollow Rd
Lagoon Road
Burns Hill Rd/ Cemetery Rd
Penetha Rd

As a precaution, all water used for drinking, cooking, making ice, brushing teeth, or preparing food should be boiled. Water should be brought to a rolling boil for at least one (1) minute before use. Bottled water may be used as an alternative.

This advisory is issued because a loss of pressure can allow contaminants to enter the water distribution system. No contamination has been confirmed at this time, but this notice is being issued as a safety measure.

The advisory will remain in effect until water pressure has been fully restored, the system has been flushed, and bacteriological testing confirms the water is safe. Once all TDEC requirements are met, an official notice will be issued to lift the advisory.
